Georgia is all varietal from the Totem Estate Vineyard just outside of Yountville. It’s a much
more serious white offering beautiful aromatics of ripe melon, pineapple, honeyed flowers, and
subtly spicy, musky nuances. These carry to medium-bodied white that has rock-solid concentration,
a balanced, layered mouthfeel, and a great finish. While it’s brought up in 30-40% new barrels,
you wouldn’t know it from tasting it.”
